Over 4,400 village chiefs barred from joining October polls

· Over 4,400 village chiefs across the country have been disqualified to run in the upcoming barangay elections for exceeding their term limit, Interior Secretary Jesse Robredo said on October 1. Records of the Department of Interior and Local Government showed that a total of 4,410 village chiefs seeking reelection in the October 25 polls were on their third terms, while 23 were fourth termers. Robredo said that under Republic Act 9164, or An Act Providing for the Synchronized Barangay and Sangguniang Kabataan Elections, no elected barangay official can serve for more than three consecutive terms in office. Robredo said that 14 of the village chiefs who are on their fourth terms are from Caloocan City in Metro Manila, three were from Region 10, two from Region 2, two from Cordillera, one from Region 4-B, and one from Region 11. Meanwhile, of those in their third terms of office, 499 are from Region 4-A and 460 are from Western Visayas. The other figures are: Eastern Visayas, 431; Bicol Region, 360; Ilocos Region, 342; Central Visayas, 339; Central Luzon, 324; Cagayan Valley, 286; Northern Mindanao, 232; National Capital Region, 231; Zamboanga Peninsula, 211; MIMAROPA, 160; and Caraga, 150; Soccsksargen, 149; Davao region, 146; and Cordillera, 90.
